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Preamble:

The term modernity is one of the most problematic contemporary critical terms
for its Western origins.It has gradually taken root in Arabic literature in general
and poetry in particular through openness to what Western literary modernity
produced, including poetry.However, this influence on Western modernity took
two paths, the first of which was with positive awareness at the stage of the
spread of calls.Nationalism and ideology, as Arabic poetry did not take away its
authentic cultural components, and did not fuse completely with Western
poetry<Rather, it came as an update to the new mechanisms that can express the
specificity of Arab civilization. The second of them was an absent student
awareness, which poets took under coercive influence, which contributed to the
alienation of Arabic poetry by separating it from its cultural and value essence.



From this standpoint, this symposium came to shed light on the modernist
awareness of Arab poets, which was embodied through the Arab poet’s
commitment to the issues of his society in its national and national dimension,
with his awareness of his relationship with the Western other, through interaction
with him instead.
