After that, this
chapter provided a brief definition of three Maliki books about Koran's
judgments preceded the book of IBN EL FARAS which are: the book of the
cadi Ismaeil IBN Isshak Elbasseri and the book of makki IBN ABI TALIDB
1. KAISSI and the book of ABI BAKR [BN EL. ARABI EI. MAAFIRI EL
ISTIBILL, that 1 limited on these books for the reason that IBN ELL FARAS
used them in his exegesis.
