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Thesis Summary 

      Allah ( Subhanahou Wa Taala ) sent down Islamic jurisprudence for the 

utilities and the well being of human being rejecting all inappropriateness 

to serve them in life and in the hereafter,  and that is the main objective of 

Islamic law . Therefore all prescriptions are set up to serve as means to 

attain the different objectives .The means might change according to times 

and places, however the objectives of Islamic Jurisprudence "shariah" 

remain intact as the source of the stability of the general system that 

governs people . 

      Departing from what preceded , the Islamic Law guaranteed a stable 

and secure life for the woman in that it established Divine prescriptions that 

relate to her rights and duties . The  Islamic Law has given an important 

place to woman  in that it protected her rights, preserved her dignity and 

prepared her to play a significant and positive role in society . She has the 

high status and respect as the responsible for the education of generations 

and as a wife with all the most basic rights and duties and a young girl 

whose honor is also protected from the lewdness of vain people . 

      All prescriptions in Islamic Jurisprudence have meticulously 

safeguarded woman's needs and life situations , thus distinguishing  them 

from other regulations . 

      If the understanding of the derivative laws is intimately related to the 

majority peoples' daily life , it would be better to give more importance to 

the principles of Islamic Law which entails a better comprehension of 

Divine Revelation and the understanding of the Islamic Principles because 

it is the philosophy which explains the essence of texts and prescriptions. 

      The present research is a part of a series of efforts that reveal the 

importance and honor Islamic Jurisprudence gave to the utilities of the 

Muslim woman , and therefore reveals what lies behind the prescriptions 

relative to her , and rejecting all the false beliefs and ideas which state that 

the woman in an unable and weak creature .  

      I have divided the present study into a general introduction , an 

introductory chapter, three main chapters  and a general conclusion . 

      In the introduction I discussed the importance of the subject and the 

reasons for choice , in addition to the required definitions and previous 

studies.  

      As far as the introductory chapter is concerned , it included the 

definition of objectives "Maqasid" and its importance , and the basics of  

jurisprudence that are built upon utilities . 



 

 

      The first chapter deals with the principles of Islamic law relative to the 

Muslim woman , including definitions and characteristics and mentioning 

the best historical events of the Muslim woman throughout history . 

      The second chapter I talked about objectives "Maqasid" around which 

go the prescriptions relative to woman in general as a daughter a sister , a 

wife or a mother dealing with some practical issues in Islamic 

Jurisprudence . 

      The third chapter discusses the objectives of Islamic Jurisprudence in 

the "Fiqh" of Muslim woman departing from a practical point of view . 

      Finally , the conclusion deals with the results I reached through the 

research followed by recommendations and general appendices. 

      Most of the results I have reached go around the idea of how Islam 

honored the woman in that she has the same rights towards herself and 

other human beings as the male .All what Allah (S.W.T) distinguished her 

with is for the benefit of herself and the society and humanity as a whole . 

So, this makes the Islamic Jurisprudence a perfect source of regulations . 

      All the Islamic prescriptions safeguarded the woman in her religion , 

her soul , her mind , her honor and her wealth in terms of basic necessities 

according to her duty in life , inviting her to take part in enjoining good and 

forbidding evil and restoring justice as a vicegerent on this earth .
