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Scientific symposium:
Events 8 May 1945 between historical and literary
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Preamble:
The events of May 8, 1945, in which the Algerian people paid the highest price

for humanity, will remain a disgrace on the forehead of the French colonialists, and
will not be erased by apologies, as the defenseless Algerian people went out in a
peaceful march to celebrate the end of World War Il and the fall of Nazism, and
demanded their right to independence, and they were met with With terrible
massacres that claimed the lives of approximately 45 thousand martyrs.

These massacres made the Algerians realize that French colonialism does not
understand the language of dialogue and negotiation, and that what was taken by
force can only be recovered by force. Indeed, May 8 was the decisive turning point
in the path of the national movement, and an actual indicator of the outbreak of
the victorious liberation revolution.
