Abstract

The Hermeneutics are an old term that appeared in the Canon
theology in the sense of the set of rules on which the interpreter relies
in understanding the Bible, however, its concept has gradually
expanded to include other circles that are absorbing the humanities
and literary sciences in the vicinity of theological Studies.
Understanding, interpretation and explanation are the most important
mechanisms employed in the act of reading, and they represent the
invisible face of them in the context of the Hermeneutics, which
provoked a fierce controversy with the modern pioneers in reading
and analyzing the religious text. Overall, it has swung between two
distinct constituencies:- Hermeneutics investigates within the text the
distance that separates us from the language and history media,
standing in the original contexts and highlighting them in their
historical and different.

- Hermeneutics explores the prospects opened by the text, as it
proceeds from the affiliation of the person to the world, which is
subject to interpretation, namely, to the question posed by the text and
to its nodal and cultural context.

This reading and the underlying priorities have been a fertile breeding
ground for the practice of orientalistic studies in the exercise of the
power of religious text in order to raise the divine source of it, as used
by the modernist to be able to return to the text Denny and our
knowledge heritage in general, a systematic return that works on two
poles: Understanding the text/heritage in its dimension and its
historical context, then read from a contemporary perspective, starting
from the concerns and problems of intellectual discourse in terms of



time and knowledge, in order to create intellectual modernity. This
reading leads to two things, one of which i1s to remove the sanctity
from the religious text and convert it from a sacred text that has its
specificity to a subject of criticism, and the second: The evidence of
the text has been definitively removed and transformed into a variable
text that 1s based on the historical circumstances of the reader.
