3- Creating a platform for academic communication between students and
specialized professors to promote the exchange of expertise and best
practices in scientific research.

4- Encouraging collaborative scholarly production between doctoral students
and professors by building future research projects that address
contemporary issues related to legal terminology.

We hope this seminar will be a step forward in enhancing Islamic legal research
and contribute to the preparation of a generation of researchers who are
scientifically and methodologically proficient, capable of producing research that
enriches the Islamic scholarly library.
